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Hartsfield-Jackson Atlanta International Airport (ATL) and arriving at SKB in St. Kitts, as well.  The 
American Airlines route is served twice weekly, Wednesday and Sunday, with Boeing 757 flights 
configured with 22 seats in first class and 166 seats in the main cabin.  Delta’s service is offered weekly 
on Saturdays on a 150-seat, 737-800 Boeing aircraft with 16 first class seats and 134 economy seats.
